Word Made Flesh is the organization that
Chris represents and it ministers to the most vulnerable of the
world’s poor—women and children who are prostituted and
often suffer from HIV/AIDS; the sick and dying, orphans,
child soldiers, etc. Chris invited us to look at them through
the eyes of Christ and to see them as gaping wounds in the

Body of Christ. He quoted Mother Teresa who said, “We need the poor more
than the poor need us.”He reminded us that Christ took bread, blessed it,
broke it and served it to many. Like the bread we, as Christ’s body on earth,
can be used to minister to many--when we have been broken.

CONFERENCE REFLECTIONS

Born into a Hindu family in Trinidad, Mohan grew up
expecting to become a Hindu priest. However, the Lord had
His hand upon this young man and as a teenager, Mohan gave
his life to Jesus Christ. Because of his decision, he was
estranged from his father and lost his inheritance. But the
Lord did not forsake His child and through a miraculous
series of events, Mohan came to Edmonton, entered Bible
College and later became a minister of the Gospel as well as

a successful businessman. Mohan has ministered in 40 countries of the world
and continues to do evangelistic outreach whenever and wherever he is
called. He challenged us all to get involved in the harvest and emphasized the
fact that he, himself, is the product of missionary outreach. 

Terry gave thrilling testimony to what God can do with some-
one who is sold out to Him. World Compassion, founded by
Terry, ministers in some of the most difficult countries on
earth—Iraq and Afghanistan are two examples. Love is the
driving force of Terry’s ministry—love for God and love for
the souls of men and women, boys and girls. Terry urged us to
seize opportunities that God gives us while it is harvest time.
He stressed that now is the timeand quoted the Apostle Paul

in his letter to Timothy—“come before winter.”The application for believers
is that winter is coming when there is no more opportunity for harvest. We
should be anticipating the future and be available and obedient to the Lord
whenever and whereverHe calls us to serve.
